From the desk of the Organizing Committee
Dear colleagues and friends,

Nutrition Society of India (NSI) is the largest organization of the nutrition scientists in
India with more than 5000 members. The Society holds annual conference every year at the
National level. Dr. C. Gopalan, the father figure of Nutrition Research in India is the Founder
President of NSI.

The Executive Committee of the Nutrition Society of India is pleased to announce that
the Golden Jubilee Conference of NSI (50" Annual International Conference of NSI) is
scheduled to be organized at National Institute of Nutrition, Hyderabad between 15"-17"
November, 2018 along with two Pre-conference Workshops on 15" November 2018.

This is NSI's 50" year, the Golden Jubilee year! It’s time to look back and a moment to
look forward. The theme for this year’s National Conference is “India’s Transition from Food
Security to Nutrition Security”.

ABOUT THE CONFERENCE & THEME

For a good part of its existence NSI has been a crucible of critical thinking in nutrition
brought in by its diverse membership and more diverse scholarship. This year’s theme,
quite befitting the occasion, aims to look at India’s journey from food security to nutrition
security. Infact, community nutrition was long ago, identified as a priority area in India, our
constitution echoes this view in the Article 47 which says “Raising the level of nutrition,
standard of living and improvement of public health are the primary duties of the State”.
Though the commitment to the cause of nutrition has been unequivocal, even through
constitutional provisions, the primary focus was always on providing food to the needy.
Hence, food production and technological advancement to improve nutritive value of foods
dominated the nutrition scene during the first few five-year plans.

Our policy makers have often equated lack of adequate food to lack of nutritious food.
Only lately it has been realized that excessive food stocks in the country, if properly
distributed, can only tackle the problem of hunger, while, prevention and control of
undernutrition is all together a different task. Also, adequacy of nutrition for large sections of
people, who are largely illiterate, does not necessarily follow overall national economic
development. On the contrary, improved nutritional status of the people could indeed
become an important instrument for national development through improved productivity.
Hence, nutrition is not just a welfare operation and merits more than tokenism and lip
service.

Malnutrition in the form of under-nutrition or deficiencies of essential vitamins and
minerals continues to cause severe illness or morbidity among millions of people It is
estimated that more than 53% of women and about 60% of children (<5years) are affected
by iron deficiency anaemia, and about 49% of the population are at risk of iodine deficiency
(according to National Family Health Survey (NFHS)-4, 2016) and many more millions
people are affected by insufficient vitamin A. the prevalence of under-nutrition is more
often attributed to poor intake, lack of resources, illiteracy and poor environmental
conditions, which are banes of poverty. Due to their vulnerability to disease and infection,
these people usually remain less productive, thus get stuck in the vicious cycle of poverty
and malnutrition and seldom come out of it. This is one angle of the issue that is often seen
and talked about. As the population goes up the socio-economic scale, the same cohort of
population who were struggling with the maladies of undernutrition leap frog into the
groups that become susceptible to over-weight/obesity and associated non-communicable
diseases (NCDs) due to changes in food habits and lifestyle factors. However, micronutrient
malnutrition in its insidious forms persists as "hidden hunger’. In other words food security is
achieved but nutrition security is not.

Putting an end to this scenario, necessarily demands ensuring that enough food is
produced and made available for everyone. Today, in countries like ours, food grain
production has registered impressive progress. While sustaining it, the consumptionof
quality foods such as horticultural products, legumes and milk has to be significantly raised
in order to ensure what people eat is nutritionally adequate. The need of the hour is not just
Food Security but ensuring Nutrition Security to the millions.

Towards this end, the Government has also recognized nutrition as an important factor
in India’s march into the future. This is just not a historic occasion, but also the most
opportune time to delve deep into all these issues, reflect, refocus and proceed. Toward this
end, the conference aims to bring together generations of experts, diverse stakeholders and
a multitude of scholarship to talk on various issues including but not limited to — nutrition
policies, nutrition programmes, basic nutrition research, biofortification, food fortification,
regulation, nutrition outreach and clinical studies that have far reaching implications.

Also, look forward to some great pre-conference workshops on some upcoming
areas and hardly chartered territories.
